MAPA Continues to Work on Behalf of Mississippi
PAs to Make Positive Changes to the Laws Liz Roe, AAPA
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Put another check-mark in the “win” column
for Mississippi PAs at the state capitol! With
the help of its lobbying team, consisting of
Clare Hester and Reed Branson of Capitol
Resources, MAPA continues to work with poli-
cymakers to amend laws so that physician-PA
teams are better able to provide patient care
in the Magnolia State. House Bill 210 and its
companion bill, Senate Bill 2557, extended a
temporary license provision to permit PAs to
practice while pursuing a Masters degree.
This law was originally put in place in 2006
after Hurricane Katrina brought a surge of
PAs coming from other Gulf states to practice

in Mississippi. The date this law is set to repeal
is now 2013.

MAPA’s lobbying team also works to assure that
PAs are appropriately acknowledged in bills
that allow physician-PA teams to better provide
patient care. MAPA’s lobbyists worked with
lawmakers to amend Senate Bill 3029 so that
PAs were included in the definition of “licensed
practitioners” within radiologic technologist li-
censing laws. With this change, PAs can be
considered among the list of professionals ex
empted from needing an RT license in order to
perform procedures using ionizing radiation.

HB 1192, a bill calling on the Board of Health
to adopt guidelines incorporating principles of
the patient-centered medical home, was
amended to include PAs as providers. Lastly, SB
2906 included language amending existing
laws to permit PAs to be providers in mental
health crisis teams. While SB 2906 did not pass
the legislature in time to meet end-of-session
deadlines, Governor Barbour signed SB 3029
and HB 1192 into law this spring. Both laws will
take effect on July 1, 2010.
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MAPA Takes on New Management

Do You Order Labs/Diagnostic Tests/DME for Medicare Patients?

Effective July 6, 2010 all physicians, PAs, and non-physician practitioners who order services or refer Medicare beneficiaries for ser-
vices (such as labs, diagnostic tests and referrals) must be enrolled in the Medicare program. This includes federally employed PAs.
(Note: PAs must be licensed in their state to enroll in Medicare.) Practitioners must have enrollment records in the Medicare Provider
Enrollment, Chain and Ownership System (PECOS), and those records must also contain your National Provider Identification (NPl )
number.

All health care professionals should verify their enrollment in the CMS on-line enrollment system known as Internet-based PECOS. If
you do not know your NPl number, it is easily accessed from the NPI registry.

CMS has posted a PECOS Ordering/Referring File. If your name is on the list you are current. If you are not listed in this file, you will
need to update your information in the Internet-based PECOS system. Please note that the original deadline for this rule was January
2010. It was then extended to April 2010 and again to January 2011. A new rule published by CMS in the Federal Register May 5,
2010, pushed the implementation date back to July 6, 2010. For a complete discussion of this issue, Medicare has released a
MedLearn Matters article: Edits on the Ordering/Referring Providers in Medicare Part B Claims, which is a useful job aid for complet-
ing the process.
